Summary:
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meeting once a week for a two-hour painting workshop. In each class, we

will begin with discussions of techniques in oil, and we will spend most of
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painting, or alla prima painting, is a painting method which minimizes

layering; the focus is on painting each section of a composition
individually, blending the edges of each shape against the still-wet edges of other shapes.

You will need to bring all of your materials to class, including a canvas panel or stretched canvas of your

choice (whether you choose a smaller or a larger size depends on how much you feel you can tackle in one

day!) I will provide photographs and reference materials for students to share, if they are choosing to paint

the project of the day along with me. You may feel free to work on your own project, but may find that

Class 1: Learning about Direct Painting and Painting a Landscape with a Tree:

We will be working on
this simple landscape

of a tree, discussing

the direct painting
method and how it
encourages blended
edges; we’ |l
discuss color mixing,
especially greens for a
natural landscape.

Class 2: Working with Sky and Cloud Colors and Shapes

We will be working on this
simple landscape which

focuses on the blending, wet-
into-wet, of greys and whites
into the blue of a Western
sky.




Class 3: Working with Light and Shadow on a Snowy Scene

This painting can benefit from a medium-tone
underpainting in a gold or peach color, which will make
our scraping or scratching technique for the branches
especially effective. There will also be a discussion of
other techniques for convincing painting of tiny details
like twigs.

This demo will include a
modified approach to our
Direct Painting method:
we will work on thinner
layers of paint in the background areas of the trees
and in the dark colors of the water before painting the
topmost layers wet-into-wet.




Class 5: Mixing Dark Colors and Learning New Colors for Skies

This demo tackles some
new sky colors and the
difficult mixing of beautiful
darks for a low light
landscape situation.

Class 6: Achieving Depth With Varying Thicknesses of Paint in a Broad View Landscape

This landscape moves us
downward from the top areas of

clear thin paint for the sky,
through paler thin sections of
greyed and blued colors, to
thicker applications of paint
which give a sense of distance.
We will discuss loading our brush
with several colors to have lively




and thick foreground brushwork.
