Two Bandanas or Hemmed Squares of Fabric, Store Bought or Secondhand (a square of fabric 

22 inches on each side) 

Steel Yarn or Tapestry Needle (with an eye large enough to accommodate medium weight yarn 

Light  Weight yarns (baby weight) in desired colors 

Crochet Hook size size E (3.50 mm) 

Scissors  

Small Ruler and Pins, optional 

 
 

 



Abbreviations

Dc   double crochet

of the work; or, attaching to a stitch with just a loop pulled through)

Notes 
 

This simple and fun little Drawstring Flower Bag is a perfect project for a beginning crocheter. Itôs 

also a fun little giveaway, party favor, gift for your favorite little one, and beach project bag. It costs 

you only the price of a couple of bandanas, and costs nothing if you can scrounge a secondhand 

bandana or two, and have scrap yarn, a yarn needle and crochet hook on hand.  

Each bag and flower can be made in 30 to 60 minutes depending upon your speed. The bag just 

has a circle of yarn stitches and a single round of crochet; the chained strap is a 45ò long length of 

chains, and the flower is four quick rounds of crochet (a few more if you add the leaf). Weave your 

strap through your double crochet casing, sew on your flower, and youôre done! 

 

 

 

Simple Drawstring Bag 
 



 

 

Start with two 22ò square bandanas or other (approximately 22ò square) hemmed pieces of woven 

cotton cloth.  

 

Next you will thread your yarn needle with yarn and use a running stitch to create a large circle or 

rounded off square of stitches on your bandanas, stitches which go through both squares of fabric.  

If you wish, draw a chalk circle or rounded off square on your bandanas which almost touches the 

sides of the squares. Or pin the outline 2ò from the edges of your bandanas. This will be a shape 

approximately 18ò in diameter. Itôs also perfectly fine to stitch freehand, forming a circle or square of 

yarn stitches which is only an approximate circle: the imperfection of your shape will never be seen!  



 

 

Step One: A circle (or rounded off square) of yarn stitches. Place your squares of 

fabric on top of one another, right side facing you. Starting at a corner (So that the knotted 

ends will be well hidden under the flopping corner flap), use your  yarn or tapestry needle 

and a single strand of yarn to work a running stitch (make your stitches approximately ıò 

long) which goes in a circle or rounded square just inside the outline of your bandanasô 

edges. Go through both pieces of fabric. (see photo below) When your shape is complete, 

knot your yarn, and cut off ends at 1ò.  

 

 

 

 

 



 

 

 

 

 

Step Two: ñCasingò for Chained Strap (the drawstring bagôs string).  Flip over your 

fabric squares, (see photo below) and attach desired color of yarn to the same beginning 

point in your stitching. Youôll be working a ñcasingò of dc and chain stitches which will trace 

the same large shape, being worked on the base of the yarn stitches.  

Work 4 ch (counts as first dc and ch), then dc in next yarn stitch, work *(ch 1, dc in next 

stitch), repeat from * around, join to 3rd ch of beg ch-4. Tie off and weave end through work.

Step Three: Length of Chains for Drawstring Strap.  Using a doubled up strand of yarn 

(or if you wish, even three strands of yarn), chain to a length of 45ò or desired length.  

 

 

When you are done, use a crochet hook or your yarn needle to weave this drawstring strap 

in and out through the posts of the double crochet stitches in your bag.  

 

When you reach your beginning point, pull both ends of your chained strap out straight and 

knot them together at their ends.  

To use your drawstring bag, just pull your circle shut with the strap, and sew on your 

crocheted flower! (See flower pattern below) Enjoy!

Above: Baby Button Peony. The yellow and green examples have the optional extra dc described in 

round 8, which make them slightly fuller. 

 

Materials for Baby Button Peony 

For this showy flower, use a light weight (ñbabyò or ñsportò weight) yarn and a size E (3.5mm) 

aluminum crochet hook. Your flower should measure approximately 3ò across. You can also make a 

larger and chunkier flower using a typical medium weight (ñworstedò) yarn and a size H (5.0mm) 

hook. 

 

Instructions for Baby Button Peony 

Rnd 1: ch 1, tighten loop to form a small knot (this is optional, but keeps your center from 

loosening). Ch 3, work 9 dc in 3rd ch from hook. Join to top of beg ch 3.  



 

Rnd 2: Inserting your hook way down into the center of your circle, work 18 long single crochet 

stitches all the way around your circle, covering it with this puffy stitch. Hereôs a helpful video of this 

long single crochet (lsc)  long single crochet video

Rnd 3: Work a round of 18 chained loops in front loops only (flo) of rnd 2 stitches: in flo, work *(ch 

4, sl st in next st), repeat from * around, join. Ch 1.
